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1. Groups of Penicillin
First choice for odontogenic infection
G(+) cocci and rod, spirochetes, anaerobes
0.7~10% hypersensitivity 
Nature: penicillin G (IV), penicillin V (PO)

Penicillinase -resistant: oxacillin , dicloxacillin
Extended spectrum: ampicillin , amoxicillin
Combine ʃ-lactamase inhibitor: augmentin
